
1.     In its General Assembly on the 22nd, PPC should decide to launch a process to redetermine HV tariffs based on the new level of capacity payments, which we understand could bring benefits for consumers in the order of €80 million.
2.     Combining the lower tariffs coming from capacity payments with the possible benefits coming from interruptible contracts and CO2 compensation should provide room to offer reduced tariffs to HV users, based on costs. Such cost-based tariffs should replace the current discount policy for HV users, which the GA would discontinue.
